
use when renewing your 
membership.  This does 
NOT affect city members 
applying for membership 
as at this time there is no 
restriction on the number of 
City resident members we 
are taking. 
 
Why have we taken this 
action?  Because our club 
membership is approach-
ing 1,450 members and all 
of our weekday and week-
end events are now over-
subscribed.  Obviously, not 
everyone signs up to play 
each event. However, 
enough members are sign-
ing up to play that the wait 
lists are continuing to in-
crease. The Board has met 
numerous times to come 
up with ideas that are fair 
to the membership and at-
tempting to maximize play 
for all. In this regard, we 
are reminded that although 
we have both County of 
San Diego and City of San 
Diego members, we are 
first and foremost a City of 
San Diego golf course and 
Men's Club. Individuals liv-
ing outside the County of 
San Diego are not allowed 
to join. As you might recall, 
approximately 10 years 
ago, the Men's Club was in 
litigation with the City of 
San Diego over the right to 
maintain a Men's Club with 
access to the course and 
tee times. As part of the 
settlement of the lawsuit, 
we negotiated the right to 

 

TPMGC members: 
 
As I previously wrote to you, 
and you are most likely aware 
by now, your Board of Direc-
tors has voted in a new policy 
regarding a cap on County 
membership. We have restrict-
ed the membership for County 
residents to 350 members. 
PLEASE NOTE: This does 
NOT apply to the current coun-
ty members. Only for new 
county members applying for 
membership. As we are al-
ready over the 350 limit we set, 
we have established a wait list 
for new county members ap-
plying. Only when the number 
of our current county members 
drops below 350 will we take 
on new county members. If you 
are a current county member 
and fail to renew your dues on 
time, you would not simply pay 
a late fee. You would be 
dropped off the membership 
list and placed on the wait 
list. To avoid this happening, 
remember we have an auto-
matic renewal button you can 

have County members 
pay a City resident rate 
whether or not the individ-
ual had a City Resident 
card. The City has al-
lowed that practice to 
continue despite the end 
of the term of our settle-
ment. We are doing our 
best to maintain the sta-
tus quo with regard to 
County membership.  
However, there is a 
strong likelihood that the 
County members will be 
facing a slight increase in 
membership dues in the 
coming year.  We are al-
ways looking at other 
ways we can open up our 
tournaments to more of 
the membership.  And 
remember, to guarantee a 
playing spot in a tourna-
ment, sign up to be a vol-
unteer marshal.  Should 
you have any questions, 
concerns or ideas, please 
feel free to contact me.

 Our club continues to grow…we are now at 1400 members!  
Just since first of this year, we have added nearly 200 new members. While this is generally 
positive, especially compared to so many clubs that are losing members, it has presented some 
issues for our club. Our “wait lists” for events is growing longer and has caused some frustration 
for members who are not able to play as often as they want.  
Your Board has taken some recent actions to help this situation. For example, we are no longer 
accepting new County residents as members, until we fall below a cap of 350 (we currently 
have over 380 County members). While current County members are not affected, we have 
started a ‘wait list” for those in the County that wish to join. Note: as a City of SD club, we can-
not restrict City residents that wish to join.  
You will be hearing more updates as the Board takes additional actions to provide as many 
playing spots as possible in our tournaments.

                                       PACE OF PLAY

As you are aware,  the Board adopted a pace of play policy in order to speed up play. Not only is it a re-

quirement for the cours es that  we play in a reasonable amount of time (usually under 4 1/2 hours), but it 
is extremely frustrating to have to play a 5 hour round. No one wants to wait for every shot because of 
the slow play of the group in front.   
The standard we are using to identify slow foursomes is if the group finishes more than 15 minutes after 
the group in front and plays above the average time for the tournament.  After each tournament, we com-
pile the total time and finishing times for each group. A warning email will be sent out shortly after to 
those groups that finish 15 minutes behind the group in front.  This email is an effort to make you aware 
of the slow play so that this doesn't occur in the future and you avoid being penalized. 
In general, the Pace of Play has improved over the last year. We now get only one or two groups that are 
slow. Still, it takes only one group to slow down the groups behind them.  
 
All players need to be aware of the position of the foursome during the round. If you are teeing off on a 
par 4 or 5 and the group in front is not on the fairway or green, then you need to pick up the pace. If you 
are teeing off on a par 3 and the group in front is already hitting their second shot on the next hole, then 
you need to pick up the pace. Here are several things you can do to play quicker: 
1. Be on the #1 tee box at least 10 minutes before your actual tee time. Groups have been teeing off ahead 
of schedule and you should tee off as soon as the group in front is out of range. 
2.  Play ready golf on the tee box (except for birdie shooters) and in the fairway. 
3.  In the fairway move quickly to your ball and think of what club to use before getting there.    
4.  If you just hit a well struck 180-yard drive and you are 200 yards to the green, it's pretty safe that you 
can hit your second shot before the group in front leaves the green.  Be realistic with your game. 

5.  If you are in a cart, while one player is hitting, the other player should be at their ball ready to hit. 
6.  When you get on the green, start figuring out your putt. Don't wait until it is your turn to do this. 
7.  On the green, putt out if it doesn't interfere with another playerôs line. When you finish, head to the 
next tee and hit. Don't wait until all players have putted out to go to the next tee. 
Being aware of your groupôs position during the round and taking the above steps to increase your pace 
will make the round more enjoyable for everyone.

The TPMGC Joint Tournament Committee met re-
cently to consider making changes to tournament proce-
dures in order to improve our club tournaments.  The fol-
lowing changes have been approved by the Board of Di-
rectors and will be implemented beginning 1 September 
2017. 
TOURNAMENT SELECTION CHANGES 

Because of the continued large numbers of mem-
bers signing up for tournaments, there continues to be a 
risk that a member who did not play in the previous event 
will not be selected to play.  In order to reduce that risk 
and make the selection process more fair, for over-
subscribed tournaments, an additional event may be con-
sidered as a óprior playò and members who were assigned 
a spot on the original tee sheet but then canceled will be 
treated as if they had played. 
SIGN UP FOR RESTRICTED EVENTS 

For the club tournaments that have restrictions on 
age, membership date and handicap in order to be eligible 
to play in the event or to move on to an SCGA event, 
members who do not meet age or handicap criteria may 
sign up for the tournaments but will only be allowed to 
play if space is available. 
TOURNAMENT SIGN UP PERIOD 

In order to give members more time to settle their 
schedules and to reduce the number of cancellations, the 
signup period for tournaments will be reduced from the 
current 27 days prior to 21 days prior. 
HOLE PRIZES 

For consistency with Weekend events, starting 

after 1 October, the Weekday group will implement clos-
est to the pin prizes on par 3 holes at Torrey Pines events.

                             New Tournament Management System

For several years, our club has been using the USGA’s Tournament Pairing Program (commonly called TPP) to run 
our tournaments.  Although it functions behind the scenes, this system has been a big help in preparing scorecards, 
entering scores and preparing results for our tournaments.  During 2017, the USGA and the SCGA are converting to a 
new and more capable system call Tournament Management Club or “TM Club”. This new system, built by a company 
called “Golf Genius” will allow us to introduce some new functions that we expect will improve the entire process for 
our club tournaments.  Some of these functions will be visible to our members and will result in some changes  

We have begun using TM Club to run some tournaments but we are still in planning and testing of the new features 
that will be more visible.  We are not certain exactly how these functions will appear to you and we will communicate 
specific instructions when we are ready.  At this point, we would like to provide a preview of the new functions that are 
coming.  These include: 

On-line signup – The process for entering tournaments will be a little different.  One important difference will be 
that members will have to register in the system.  This will allow confirmation of signups and cancellations 
which should reduce confusion. 

On-line payment – The system will have the ability to collect the $15 tournament fee electronically.  Details are 
being worked out, but this should improve the efficiency of money collection. 

Live scoring – The system provides a mobile app where smart phones can be used to enter scores and view a 
leader board. 

Custom portals – We will be able to create a web portal for tournaments.  These sites will provide access to 
schedules, signup lists, tee sheets and results. 

We hope to integrate these new functions with our existing website so the impact on members is minimal, however 
details are still in process.

Tournaments By Roy Burchill 

Playing Split Tees at Torrey Pines 
Roy Burchill, Handicap Chair 

 
If you are interested in some variety when playing at Torrey, you can play 18 holes using 9 tees of one color and 9 tees of another 
color. 
SCGA provided our club with course ratings and slopes for several split tee combinations on both North and South.  The combi-
nations rated were: Taupe/Green, Green/Gold, and Gold/Silver.  When you play Torrey during open play, feel free to try these 
combinations.  We will occasionally use some combo tees during tournaments. 
If you play the Green/Gold combination on South, use the Green tees on 2, 3, 6, 8, 9, 10, 13, 15 and 16.  Use gold tees on the oth-
er 9 holes.  The course rating is 71.9, the slope is 130  and the yardage is 6,373. 
If you play the Green/Gold combination on North, use the Green tees on 3, 5, 7, 9, 11, 12, 13, 14, and 15.  Use gold for the other 9 
holes.  If you donôt want to play #12 from 155+, then play that from gold and play 10 from Green tees.  Either way, the course 
rating 69.8, the slope is 120 and the yardage is 6,052. 
On South, the Taupe/Green combination is rated 74.4 with a slope of 136.  Gold/Silver is rated 69.4 with a slope of 124.  On 
North, the Taupe/Green combination is rated 72.3 with a slope of 124.   Gold/Silver is rated 67.2 with a slope of 115.  
If youôre interested in playing Taupe/Green or Gold/Silver combinations, email Roy at rburchill@tpmgc.org and he will provide 
you with the specific hole assignments. 
Note that you must post your score on GHIN manually as the combo tees are not in the GHIN menu.  If you aren't able to post a 

score, email your adjusted score, the date you played, your GH IN, and combo course you played to Roy and he can post it for 
you.

I was born on April 6, 1942, in Ottawa, Illinois 
 
.  I graduated from Northern Illinois University and married my wife, Luanne, in January of 1965. 
I was drafted into the military and sent to the Adjutant General's office at Fort Gordon in Augusta, GA. While I was 
there, I renewed with an old acquaintance, Bob Kletcke, the head pro at Augusta National. Needless to say, I en-
joyed playing Augusta National.  
 
    While in Augusta, I was sent to Albuquerque, New Mexico to interview for the teaching pro position at Sandia 
Base. I was fortunate to be chosen for the position over 50 other applicants. Since I was to report there by April 1st, it 
meant that Luanne and I would not be able to be scorers in the upcoming Master's tournament that Bob had sched-
uled for us.  
  
    Of all the courses I have played over the years, there are six that are my favorites; Augusta National followed by 
Cypress point, Spyglass, Pebble Beach, Medinah, and Winged Foot. Another great course I really enjoyed was the 
Golden Horseshoe in Williamsburg, VA while playing with Arnold Palmer.  
 
    Another favorite round of golf was playing in Houston, TX with our college golf coach and two of his good friends 
that he grew up with; Ben Hogan and Jimmy Demaret. Our golf team at Northern looked forward to participating in 
the annual conference champions tournament in Houston. On one hole, a wicked par three of 230 yards over a can-
yon, Demaret showed me that there are many ways to hit a shot. He then proceeded to hit a driver, a 4 wood, a 2 
iron, 3 iron, and 4 iron onto that green. Watching him and Ben Hogan was quite an experience for a wet behind the 
ears college kid like me.  
 
    The 4 people that I would like to play a round of golf together would have to be Jack Nicklaus, Arnold Palmer, Lee 
Trevino, and my son, Casey.  
 
    My wife and I moved to San Diego in June of 1976 from Western Springs, IL and I remember all too well my first 
round of golf on the South Course at Torrey Pines. My good friend, Myles Collins, set up a match of 4 foursomes on 
the South. I shot 67 (I was a 2 handicap at the time) and lost $52 (welcome to San Diego, Ray!)  
 
 As for Torrey Pines, I joined the Men's Club in 1976 and have always enjoyed playing both courses even though the 
last 11 years with Parkinson's Disease has seen my handicap balloon to the double digits. I am, however, disap-
pointed with the South and North courses. I feel they should have added trees, not remove them, made smaller more 
undulating greens, not bigger and flatter ones. I also liked the fact that the Poa Ana Greens were more difficult to 
putt, especially from 6 feet and in. I am probably one of the few members that feel this way, but I think now both 
courses are more “grip it and rip it” type courses instead of putting a premium on shot making.  
 
    My favorite hole is still the 3rd on the South. The hole puts a premium on accuracy, and I could look at the view 
from there all day.
